2. OFFICE RENT FOR COUNCILORS 

Each councilor is allocated Kshs 300,000 per year towards office rent . The committee 

established that of all the six councilors only councilor Jackson Luvai of North Maragoli 

Ward has an operational office. 

3. ENDERI ï KEGOYE ï CHAMBITI ROAD PROJECT  

This access road was allocated Kshs 1,000,000, yet the council only expended Kshs 

85,000 in what they termed as Kazi kwa Vijana. The rest of the monies are not accounted 

for. 

4. LYADUYWA WARD (NADANYA MARKET) PROJECT  
This project has been allocated Kshs 400,000 for the last four years, yet nothing has been 

done save for the sinking of two pit latrine which have not been completed 

 

5. IZAVA NORTH MUNOYWA DISPENSARY PROJECT  

This project was allocated Kshs 1.2 million and only Kshs. 640,000 has been accounted 

for while Kshs 560,000 unaccounted for. The dispensary is already operational yet not 

fully completed. 

 

6. LATF FUNDED CLASSROOM PROJECTS 

The following schools were funded by LATF since 2007 to a tune of Kshs. 900,000 to 

build two classrooms each, yet to date the projects are yet to be completed. 

Kidundu Primary School ï 2 classrooms 

Kegendirova Primary School ï 2 classrooms 

Mulundu Primary School ï 2 classrooms 

Igada Primary School ï 2 classrooms

7. TOWN HALL PROJECT  

According to the monitoring report the two storey has consumed close to 19 million yet 

the building is far from completion. According to the council the building will need 24
